On July 23; 2019, the prosecution filed its Comment ond/or
Opposition^ to the supplemental motion/compliance praying for the denial
thereof due to serious doubts on the accused's inability to visit the Court to

post bail when he was able to visit the clinic of his attending physician on
July 16, 2019; to the absence of evidence to support his prayer to recall the
warrant of arrest; and to the prematurity of his prayer to suspend the
proceedings in the absence of an order for the mental examination of the
accused.

It appearing that the accused failed to submit a notarized medical
certificate issued by a government physician, let the Supplemental
Motion/Compliance be SET for hearing on September 20, 2019, at 1:30 in

the afternoon. The accused is DIRECTED: (1) to submit a notarized medical

certificate issued by a government physician attesting to the mental and

physical condition of the accused; and (2) to present the persons of the said

government physician as well as Dr. Jeru Faisal L. Usman, the attending

physician of the accused, during the said hearing.
